Officials Clinic Card 
 

   

Traveling: 
When offensive player in 

possession of ball takes more 
than 2 steps or makes illegal 
movement with established 

pivot foot. 

Foul: 
Breaking the rules while 
coming into contact with 

another player. Most result 
from illegal contact or 

unsportsmanlike behavior. 

Jump Ball: 
Used to begin or resume play. 
Two opposing players attempt 
to gain control of the ball after 
an official tosses it into the air 

between them. 

 
 

 

 

Blocking: 
When a player illegally makes 

contact with a player from 
opposing team to impede their 
progress or move them out of 

the way. 

Pushing: 
When a player forcibly pushes 

an opponent from their 
position or contact that 
displaces an opponent. 

3-Point Shot: 
Successful field goal from 

behind the designated 3-point 
line/arc.
